OVERVIEW

The College of Law was originally established on December 21, 1949 at the
Florida A&M College in Tallahassee, FL. After its doors were closed in 1968,
the 2000 Florida Legislature unanimously passed legislation establishing a law
school at Florida A&M University, and on June 14, 2000, Governor Jeb Bush
signed the bill into law. The reestablished law school admitted its first class

in the fall of 2002 in Orlando, Florida and since then has produced more than
2,500 graduates who are lawyers and leaders; 1,600 minority graduates; 1,600
licensed attorneys in Florida; 1,000 licensed minority attorneys in Florida; and
11 sitting judges in Florida, Georgia, and Missouri.
